What to do if your child is missing 
 

1. ACT IMMEDIATELY.  If missing from home, Search EVERYWHERE that a child 

could possibly crawl or fit into.  Check with neighbors and friends.  If missing away 

from home, notify management or security offers of establishment to ask for help. 

2. NOTIFY THE POLICE.  Stay calm.  Tell them ñI want to report a missing childò 

3. Give your childôs name, date of birth, weight, eye & hair color and any other identi-

fying marks such as eyeglasses, piercings, braces, or unique physical traits. 

4. Tell the police where you last saw your child and what he/she was wearing.  Give 

any photos, ID, DNA, dental impressions, etc that you have of your child, if avail-

able. 

5. Listen and follow any instructions and respond to their questions. 

6. Request that your childôs name and ID info to be immediately entered into the FBIôs 

National Crime Information Center (NCIC) missing person file.  This ensures that 

law-enforcement agencies in the USA will be able to identify your child if he or she 

is found in another community.  If you doubt that the police have done this, you 

have the right to call the FBI and have them make the entry for you. 

7. Contact the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children at 800-THE-LOST 

(800-843-5678)  The center is a non-profit organization that serves as a clearing 

house for information on missing and exploited children.  They can verify that your 

childôs info is in the NCIC missing person files.  One of their specialists will take 

your information and you will be assigned a case manager who may be able to fol-

low up with you and the police investigating the case.  They can also refer you to 

help and support groups in your community.

Photo identification (ID)  

Dental x-rays, charts and/or bite impressions  

Deoxyribonucleic Acid (DNA)  

Fingerprints  

Medical Reports 

Child safety program (fire safety, abduction safety, etc)
